Candidates for this position
should demonstrate a passion for teaching young children as well as a deep understanding of  how to designand run
an academic program that meets the social, emotional, intellectual and physical development of  young children.The
Hebrew teacher is responsible for Hebrew language acquisition using the Proficiency approach. The candidate
should possess excellent communication, organization and class management skills and should demonstrate a desire
to work collaboratively with colleagues in the classroom to create a joyful, Jewish learning community.

● Lead students in activities to promote their physical, mental and social development and their school

readiness;
● Evaluate the progress of  students and discuss progress results with students, parents and administrators;
● Develop course materials and curriculum content;

● Identify children’s individual learning needs and design learning experiences to support them;
● Work with other classroom teachers to ensure a cohesive, loving classroom environment
